Washington State Capitol Driving and Parking Information

From I-5 Southbound: Bear right on ramp at sign reading "Exit 105A to State Capitol " and go West for
0.8 miles. Continue on 14th Ave SE and go West for 0.4 miles to the Visitor Information Center at Capitol
Way S at 14th Ave SW.

From I-5 Northbound: Bear right on ramp at sign reading "Exit 105A to State Capitol" and go
Northeast for 0.3 miles. Bear right on 14th Ave SE and go West for 0.6 miles to Capitol Way S at 14th
Ave SW

For more information, call the Visitor Information Center at (360) 586-3460. There are five parking
locations available for visitors at the Capitol:

1. Visitor Information Center Parking. Located at the Visitor Information Center at 14th and Capitol Way. There
is a $.50 per hour charge. The phone number is (360) 586-3460.

2. North and South Diagonal Parking. Located along the North and South Diagonal roads on the Capitol
Campus. There is a $.50 per hour charge. South Diagonal parking is not available for public parking during
legislative session.

3. General Administration Parking Garage. (upper level). Located off of 11th Avenue. There is a $.50 per hour
charge.

4. Natural Resources P1 Parking Lot. Located off Washington Street -- this is metered parking.

The Satellite Visitor Parking Lot. At Jefferson Street and 16™ Avenue (access off Jefferson). Parking is
metered and there is a bus to the legislative campus, which runs every thirty minutes, Monday through Friday.
The cost is $.60 per trip. Wheelchair accessible. During legislative interim, this parking lot is designated as
leased parking only.
