Army’s Need for Shelter Brings Seattle
New Industry and $1,000,000 Contract

Seattle today has an unusual new
war industry, rapidly assuming
major proporiions, because’an en-
ergetic group of local business men
and designers seized upon the deep-
ening scarcity of steel as a chal-
lenge to use as a substitute this
area’s greatest resource — forest
products.

As a result, countless 1housands
of America’s fighting men in
Alaska (aid perhaps other combat
areas, too) are to be sheltered
snugly in giant, half-cylinder-
shaped “huts,” which will he pro:
duced .in sections on assembly-line
methods.

Iach unit, of uniform design, will
accommeodate 16 men and assure
them of comfort under any
weather conditions-——driving rain,
heavy snow, high: winds and ex-
treme variations in temperature,
hot or cold.

Only 39 “man hours” are needed

to erect one of the “huts” on a
site.

The buildare, Pacific IIuts Inc.,
a new organization heﬂded by well-
known business men, have received
from the féderal government an
initial contract of “more than $1,-
000,000” which calls for the speedy
fabrication angd delivery of 1,000
units. ,

While the contract was awarded
by the Seattle District Office of
the U. S. Army Ingineers, in gen-
eral charge of extensive mililary
construction throughout the Pa-
cifiec Northwest and Alaska, the
final designs of the huts reflects
the engineering approval of both
Army and Navy engineering spe-
cialists. They have beern working
during recent months with the
construction firm under conditions
of military secrecy.

Frank IIcbbs, president of Colo-
type Corporalion, interior-finishing
materials firm, heads the new com-
pany. Other officers are: Execu-
tive vice president, George X. Com-
stock, a former president of the
Seattle Chamber of Commerce;
(reasurver, P, A, Strack, vice presi-
dent of the Peoples National Bank
of Washington, and secretary,
Thomas M. Green, Jr., attorney.

Hobbhs, who served overseas dur-
ing the First World War as an of-
ficer of a motorized unit, drew upon
that experience in evolving plans
for the new shelters. Ie had strug-
gled -with the snow and mud of
wintry France and knew how the
lack of warm, dry quarters can,
over a protracted period, cut down
troops’ fighting efficiency and mo-
rale.

Modeled After Steel Huts

The Seattle-made huts sre, in ap-
pearance, maodeled after the “Quon-
set” huts developed and manufac-
tured in Quonset, R. I.—except that
those structures, required large
quantities of precious steel.

Another problem—transportatlon
-—developed as the railroads  be-
came burdened with war traffie.

The new huts provide usable floor
area of 16 by 36 feet and the fully
arched roof and sidewalls give &
maximum headroom in the center
of 9 {feet.

The curved wall sections, which
can be secured quickly at both top
and floor, are approximately four
feet wide by slightly under 15 feet
long. Each hut requires 18 of these
sections, in addition to end bulk-
heads, flooring, joists and sill plates.

The wall sections have strong
ribs of laminated spruce or hem-
lock, with inner and outer skin
covering of a pressed wood product.
An inch-thick blanket of insulating
material is cemented to the inside
of the inner skin covering.

William E. Beisman, W. P. B.
field engineer, found that spruce
could be obtained for the laminated
ribs by using surplus wood from air-
which take the
highest gquality of clear-grained
spruce and thrust the remainder
aside.

Flooring for the huts is of 3%%-
inch plywood, cut in pieces 4 by 8
feet. This, like 21l other parts, is
treated with termlte—resxstmﬂ com-
pounds.

Electric wiring facilities are in-
stalled in hut sections, so lights are
quickly avallable when structures
are erected.’

Saving of Needed Metal

As pointed out by officials of the
constructicen firm, the principal ad-
vantages of the novel structures
which led to the awarding of the
present contract, included the fol-
lowing:

1. The saving of steel used in
other huts. A total of 15,000 tons
of steel is saved by making 1,000
huts on the Seattle design rather
than on the conventional Quonset
design.

2. Saving of labor. Assembly-
line production of prefabricated
sections slashes work-hours in half
as compared with other methods of
construction.

{ 3. Rail transportation saved.
Were the other type huts to be
.made in Rhode Island and freighted
‘to Seattle it would require 800,000
1b0\—car-mﬂes to ship 1,000 units by
Trail.

i 4. Saving of © cargo space in
Isteamers, as compared with ship-
|ment of enough lumber to build
tordinary barracks-type structures.
{ £ quantity of lumber sufficient to
erect one hut would require at
least 1,000 cubic feet of cargo
space, while the compact, prefab-
ricated sections of a “Pacific hut”
‘can be packaged into 539 cubic feet.

B Out of every eight carloads of

materials which go into the fabri-
cation of the huts, more than six
carloads come from the Pacific
Northwest. Much of the metal
fittings used in putting the sections
together are Seattle products.

To speed up the handling, all
parts of the house were made as
light as possible, no part or section
waighing more than 180 pounds so
that two men can handle it easily.
Only simple tools are required for
assembling.

Pacific Huts, Inc., are rushing
work on a fabricating plant’in the

estimated minimum of 500 men will
be eraployed. In the “pilot plant,”
where the initial units have been
produced, 85 men have been work-
ing.

While no Navy contract has been
awarded for any of the Pacific-
type huts, public works officers of
the 13th Naval District are follow-
ing the project closely.
